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tually I trusted them and set off. I engaged the Pajero’s 
4‐wheel drive  facility and  launched off  in  faith –  they 
had been  there before and  that’s all  I had  to  rely on! 
The  river  bed  was  very  stony  and  we  bumped  and 
rocked  over  the  uneven  surface. We  almost  reached 
the other side when the vehicle dropped into a slightly 
deeper channel and the headlights momentarily dipped 
beneath  the  waves  I  was  creating. My  heart  almost 
missed a beat! My visibility disappeared! But there was 
no time for stopping or even pausing – just pushing on. 
You can only  imagine how grateful  I was  to  reach  the 
other side and arrive at our destination. Even the con‐
crete floor that became my bed for the night was a wel‐
come  sight!  When  I  had  the  opportunity  to  share 
around the camp fire that evening I told the story and it 
brought smiles to many faces.  
 

Jesus  came  as  a  human  being  and  says  to  us  “Walk 
with me by  faith.  I have been there before you. Yes  I 
was a human and I know how you feel. I was tempted 
in all points  just as you are.  I  have  been  there.  Trust 
me. Even when you find the road bumpy and you  lose 
sight of the road and your eyes dip below the waves of 
the  burdens  and  cares  of  this  world  I  am  with  you. 
Don’t  turn back.  Just keep going and you WILL arrive. 
Trust me.”  

 

When  I was  in Arnhem  Land  (about 500 kms  from 
Darwin)  I had a great  lesson  in faith.  It was already 
dark. We (my 3 aboriginal friends and myself) were 
traversing  a  rather  inhospitable  “road”  or  as  we 
might call  it ‘a goat track’. We came around a bend 
to be confronted by a river. All I could see was water 
reflecting in the headlights. I stepped on the brakes 

and slid to a halt  in the soft sandy slope. Our desti‐
nation was on the other side but the way there was 
uncertain,  even  inaccessible.  “What  do  we  do 
now!?”  I exclaimed. My  friends, Leon and Noelene 
just  laughed  –  not  mocking  but  with  a  sense  of 
“What’s  the problem?” They assured me  it was OK 
to cross – they, and many others, had done it many 
times before. I was a little slow to respond but even‐
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Leon and Noelene Guymala and Johnny —Pray for them 
Noelene translated the posters into Kunwinjku (see 
Newsletter story)
